I used Mark Grossetti to expedite my application.  I sent him the following items, he reviewed them.  There was a change he wanted made in my sea service forms, which I made and sent him.  Two weeks later I received my license in the mail.  Simple.  I don’t know if it really takes Mark to smooth the way at the Coast Guard.  I suspect if you just take the listed items to the Coast Guard you wouldn’t have much trouble.  The extra money to Mark is to just eliminate a little bit of the hassle.

Checklist of items to send with application:

1) Application form – CG719B


License checked


Applying for OUPV Inland (or other as appropriate)
2) Test certificate – Original received after passing test
3) First Aid / CPR Certificate – Original received after taking approved course
4) Drug test - call

Fill in release for to DTC.  Regional center = Boston, MA send to DTC

DTC mails 5 part DOT form and collection site list


Have collection taken


DTC will mail results in about 48 hours

5) Physical exam – CG719K – filled in by physician
6) Sea Service Forms – 
     a) if you owned the vessel, you need proof of ownership for the periods claimed.  

     b) proof of ownership – copies are okay
proof of ownership can be: a copy of an old registration (if it was state-registered). a copy of a bill of sale, copies of insurance papers, records from the State (if it was state-registered), etc
7) 3 Letters of recommendation – Use form attached
8) Oath form – call USCG Marine Safety Field Office at (603)433-7324 to be sure someone will be there - 25 Wentworth Road, Newcastle, NH – or your local safety office
9) Fingerprint cards – pick up blanks when doing oath.  Get taken at police station.
10) Check to “U.S. Coast Guard” $145
11) Check to “Mark Grossetti” $120.95 + 25.00 for fedex return of documents.
12) Passport or birth certificate – original – Mike will send back with the license or if I request, he’ll send it back sooner.
13) Social Security card – original, or two original sources of documentation with SSN number such as pay stub, bank account, W-2, etc.

Hi again Julian.  The rest of this e-mail is my standard spiel to new and should answer most of your questions.  If you are in need of the USCG/FBI fingerprint cards, I can mail them to you after I receive your package to be fingerprinted on at your local or state police.  I don't mail them out ahead of time anymore. Too many people were using me as a fast, free supply system for them and then not using my services. 

My process involves you mailing/FedExing to me all the items on the licensing checklist that you received at class.  My address is on my web site at www.cglicense.com  Make copies for your records of everything that you are sending to me.  Don't forget the check to "U.S. Coast Guard" for $145.  For security reasons, everything must be originals.  The Boston USCG will not accept copies or notarized copies.  The only exception to this is that it is OK to submit plain copies of vessel proof of ownership papers for vessels you've owned (i.e., copy of state registration, copy of bill of sale, etc.).  Of course I'll return your birth certificate (or passport), Social Security card, and CPR/first aid cards to you after I show them to the Coast Guard.  Even if you are missing some items, I recommend sending to me what you have so I can review the work you've done and I can then submit a partial package to the Coast Guard to get things rolling with them.  In the meantime you can be working on any remaining items and get them to me. 
 After all the items are in to the Coast Guard and approved, I pick up your license and mail it to you.  The turnaround time can vary from about a week (if you send me a perfect package) to several months (if you are not motivated to "fix" anything that needs to be "fixed").

I need to inform you that the Coast Guard changed their policy about oaths about a year ago.  They will now require you to go to a Coast Guard marine safety unit sometime between today and when your license gets issued to verify your identity and have the oath issued to you by a Coast Guardsman (rather than a notary public which had been allowed on the old application forms).  The process will go faster if you get this done before you send me your package.  The oath is not done on page 3 of the application form any more.  Attached is the oath form you'll need.  You will still need to send me page 3 of the application form with your signature in the mandatory certification at the top of Section VI.  I'll let you know where the closest unit to you is once I know where you live.

My flat-rate fee is normally $95, and that includes first class mailing of your license, etc. to you.  Add $25 to cover one-time FedEx postage and handling fees if you would like me to FedEx your important documents to you instead.  My flat-rate fee can be subject to change in some circumstances after I receive and review your package (i.e., over ten sea service forms/letters for me to review, etc.).  Due to difficulties with some past collections, I require payment with your initial mailing to me.  If you have any questions, just let me know.  Regards, Mark
